Consent vs property based models of law to govern adult and induced pluripotent stem cells (iPS) in regenerative medicine – Lessons from the UK.  Abstract 
This paper presents and examines the sad events surrounding what happened in the UK when a large-scale removal, retention and use of children’s (and adults’) body materials occurred without the knowledge of parents or close family members. Emerging from this is a call for legislators to bestow ownership interests of persons in their bodies. Such legislation, it is argued, is best to safeguard individual, family and society interests at a time when the medical advances and the biotechnological industry challenge humanity by introducing modern values to the human body and material derived from it, which contradict with traditional ways of their valuation.

It considers the inconsistent, controversial and tenuous basis on which the law of property in the human body is founded. Then it examines the property institution from a historical, philosophical and legal discourses, arguing that this institution is capable - with specific definitions and clarification - of addressing the principal questions implicit in any attempt to strike a fair and appropriate balance between the individual rights of autonomy and dignity, the rights of relatives and family and the interests of the public in general in an efficient, trustworthy, and ethical medical service, in handling the body and its material.

By balancing the wider implications of a property-based model against a model based on consent, this paper concludes by criticising the recent developments in UK law, in the way that ignores the former and emphasizes the latter. The paper recommends that any reform of the law should consider and then, confer property interests to individuals in their body parts, in life and after death. Otherwise the law will fall behind the vast advances that biotechnology is making and, ultimately, fail in solving the conflict of interests in the society created by such advances.
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
